The Center’s “chore-housekeeping” program begins 
through Title III-B of the Older Americans Act.

Mental health services begin.

Case Managers begin in-home assessments for 
the State of Illinois Community Care Program.

The Multi-disciplinary Team comprised 
of area professionals is established to 

help combat elder abuse.

20th anniversary – the first 
ad book is created.

SWSCOA is designated as an Elder Abuse Provider 
Agency for prevention and intervention.

Pharmaceutical Assistance Program is established.

10th Anniversary of Senior 
Center’s opening.

SWSCOA/Loyola Senior Health Center selected as 
the outstanding health clinic based in a senior center.

The Center adds caregiver support services 
to its comprehensive range of programs and 

services.

SWSCOA receives its first Community 
Memorial Foundation grant award.

Center engages in an extensive 
strategic planning process.

The Aging Resource Center (ARC) is established 
at Adventist La Grange Memorial Hospital.

SWSCOA unveils its new name,  
Aging Care Connections. 

SWSCOA is awarded two Taproot Foundation 
service grants to raise awareness in our 

community.

The Friday Morning Regulars, a men’s  
support group, begins at SWSCOA.

Adventist La Grange Memorial Hospital offers primary health 
care services through the SWSCOA Senior Health Center. 

Sports Ball, the first major league gala event 
to support our mission, is created.

A support group for grandparents 
 raising grandchildren is established.

The Center’s focus on leadership in aging-
related issues and services is solidified.
